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ПОЯСНЮВАЛЬНА ЗАПИСКА
Методичні вказівки призначені до виконання практичних робіт з граматики іноземної мови для студентів усіх спеціальностей, спрямовані на закріплення та систематизацію знань студентів з граматики англійської мови. Видання було розроблено з урахуванням основних принципів компетентнісного підходу до навчання іноземних мов. В зміст вказівок входять різноманітні граматичні теми, зокрема: часи (теперішні, минулі, майбутні), пасивний стан, модальні дієслова, артиклі, умовні речення, непряма мова та типи питальних речень. Кожна з цих тем містить набір різноманітних вправ, розроблених з урахуванням рівня знань студентів.
Перелік вправ дозволяє здобувачам освіти надолужити прогалини в знаннях та водночас поглибити свої навички. Вказівки орієнтовані на використання на практичних заняттях, адже вони спрятують розвитку мовних навичок здобувачів освіти.
